District 28 & 29 Minutes

Wednesday, December 21, 2011

Of 55 possible groups, 14 were represented as follows:  Bel Air Big Book, Bel Air Friday Night, Emmorton Group, Good News Group, Happy Hour, HOPE Group, H.O.W., Joppa 12 Step, New Beginnings, Providence Group, Rumsey Island, Sunday Reflections, Third Tradition and Williams Street Group.

The meeting opened with the Serenity Prayer.  Last meeting's minutes were read by Kim & accepted with two corrections.  

Treasurer's Report

Mitch reported  and showed the following:  Running Total $3,081.79 with November contributions from the workshop "AA in The Digital Age", the basket passed from last district meeting, and group donations from Third Traditions, Any Lengths, New Beginnings Forest Hill Sat, and Good News Group all totaling 106.85 for a Grand Total of $3,188.64.      Prior Assets 2010-11carried $2,662.90 balance with assets this year, 2011, totaling $4,460.55 and expenses $1,279.91.  

Dan, reviewed the proposed 2012 budget of $3,102.00, which was discussed by all, regarding expenses to NERASSA and NERF, that expenses should be the district's responsibility, not the DCM'S. He also stressed that when going to conferences, it's up to the group to decide how much to support the DCM  re: mileage, and/ or meals, etc., if applicable.  This proposed budget was accepted by 20 votes "for" and 1 "oppose", with the corrections of $0.00 for "Hotel per Day" and $40.00 "Meals per Day" for 2 mini conferences.  Jerry discussed the importance of making copies, in general, and their benefits they have to groups.

DCM Report

Dan explained all hand out forms including Meeting Agenda; NERASSA, March 2-4, 2012 registration form; Maryland General Service, Area 29, 2012 calendar;    Other forms were 54th ICYPAA registration; Mini Conference 2012 "Anonymity: Our Spiritual Responsibility in the Digital Age" registration; Big Book Study in Ocean City, Jan. 29;  Annapolis Area Intergroup 1st annual Convention, Jan. 13-15;  December 10, Delegates Report; "The Marganser", and MGS Financial Report, 2011 & Budget 2012. Dan also noted the New P.O. Box Address form to send group contributions:  DCM's  & GSR's are reminded to pass this on to their groups treasurer. 

It was noted that 18 (out of 55 groups) made "Group Donations" to MGS.

Dan also explained the difference between "assembly" and "committee" meetings.  an Assembly meeting is for all GSR's and DCM's and usually has approx. 150 members, whereas a Committee is not as large, having 50-75 members, and where the GSR's can vote.  The difference is the amount of people, therefore the amount of expenses for space and kitchen rental, and food, will vary.  District 28/29 is signed up to host an Area Committee Meeting.  Jeff P. said this will be at BAUMC, which seats up to  450 people.  The motion passed 9 "for" and 2 "oppose".  Clinton found out that all assembly dates are open except for August 11th. 

New Business

Kandy  said she will find a church for the  tentative "Big Book Study" group with Charlie.  Kim explained posting the monthly meeting minutes with the bulletin, including group attendees present, and in a one-page format.  The motion carried.

Old Business

Mary reported that the "AA in The Digital Age" workshop at St. Mary's went very well.

The Skit Committee Meeting for the upcoming "Traditions"  play, and  dinner reported by Jen, said there isn't much of a change.  Michael B. wants to confirm a date and time.  Jeff P. said he will  contact BAUMC where everything is new  and it's in our district, for a date of March 10.  Other possibilities mentioned were The Fair Ladies Campus Gym on 03/31, and St. Mary's Hall.  Volunteers were needed for arranging the lights and making the cue cards:  Johnny and Kim volunteered to do these, respectively.  Jeff P explained a "District 28/29 Ideas, Suggestions and Goals for 2012 and Getting The Message Out" checklist for it's members.  

This being the twelfth month, Jeff  P  read & reviewed Tradition 12- Anonymity is the spiritual foundation of all our traditions, ever reminding us to place principles before personalities and Concept12- The Conference shall observe the spirit of A.A. tradition…, as well as a Concept12 checklist.  GSR's were asked and then reported what they'll take back to their home groups from this meeting.  The meeting closed with the Lord's Prayer.  Next meeting is January 18th at 7pm.
